EXCLAVES AND ENCLAVES

WHAT ARE THEY???
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EXCLAVE: is one which is politically attached to a larger piece but not actually contiguous (physically attached) with it; For example, Alaska is an exclave of the U.S. because it is separated from the country by Canada but has a sea border.
ENCLAVE: a country or part of a country lying wholly within the boundaries of another (Enclaves are IN another country)Both Armenia and Azerbaijan have enclaves where a piece of their country is landlocked away form the original country.
